5. SCHOOL UNIFORMS/APPEARANCE

The school uniform is a sign of our identity as a community. Students show pride in their appearance and school spirit by
being properly attired. Students will be issued a Dress Code Violation slip for failing to follow this Uniform Folicy. The
school uniforms are sold at JB. Pride Uniforms on 6D Southbridge St., Aul)urn, MA (508~799~9071. The school will

occasionally hold “thrift store type sales” of uniforms that are donated.

Pre-K girls and boys wear gray St. Stephen T-shirts, wine fleece sweatshirts and sweatpants. Even in
cold weather, students should wear their T-shirts under their sweatshirts because they often remove
their sweatshirts while playing, Wine shorts may be worn as of the first day of school in Septeml)er
through September 24t and April 12t through the last day of school. Throughout the year, socks must
be worn with comfortable play shoes such as sneakers. Sandals are not allowed.

PRE-KINDERGARTEN GIRLS AND BOYS MUST WEAR THE FOLLOWING:

Out of Uniform Dress Code:

Dangling earrings are not
permitted.

Gang related jewelry and displays of color are strictly forbidden.

Permanent or temporary tattoos are not allowed.

Length of skirts and jumpers should meet uniform policy.

Hairstyles should be traditional, simple, neat looking with no shaved areas of the head. No faddish hairstyles such as
mohawk, striping or similar styles will be allowed. Natural hair color and reasonable styling are in order. Hairpieces
of various colors are not permitted. Bog s hair will be cut above the collar and over the ears.

Students must wear proper outer clothing in order to go out to recess during winter months.

PLEASE NOTE that all sweaters, jackets, hats, gloves and scarves MUST be labeled with student’s name.

The school administration reserves the right to interpret, supplement and modify the above norms in a way it

believes is proper, fitting, and appropriate. Necessary corrective measures, including detentions, will be taken to ensure

good order and conformity.
